BADGERS CLOSE NON-CON WITH BYU

W Sixth-ranked Wisconsin (2-0) wraps up the non-conference
portion of its season by hosting BYU (1-1) at 2:30 p.m.
Saturday at Camp Randall Stadium.

B The matchup marks the fourth between the Badgers and
Cougars, who will clash for the third time in Madison.
Wisconsin has won the last two meetings, a 2013 triumph
at Camp Randall and a win last season in Provo, Utah.

KEY NOTES TO CONSIDER

B Wisconsin is in its 4th season under Paul Chryst, who is
36-7 (.837) as head coach at his alma mater. The back-
to-back Big Ten Coach of the Year has led the Badgers to
consecutive Big Ten West Division crowns and New Year’s
Six bowl wins.

B The Badgers are 47-10 (.825) since the start of the 2014
season. UW trails only Alabama (55-5, .917), Ohio State
(51-6, .895) and Clemson (52-7, .881) in wins and winning percentage among FBS programs in
that 5-year span.

Jonathan Taylor's career-high 253
rushing yards earned him Big Ten
Offensive Player of the Week honors.

B Wisconsin owns a 41-game win streak in non-conference home games, the fifth-longest streak by

any FBS team in the modern era (since 1946). See chart, Page 3.

B The Badgers have played 15 non-conference games at Camp Randall in the last é seasons (since
2013) and have nearly held half those opponents (7) without an offensive touchdown, most
recently keeping Western Kentucky out of the end zone on Aug. 31. UW'’s 15 opponents over
that span have averaged just 7.9 points per game — including 4 shutouts.

B UW has won 20 consecutive regular-season games, a streak that dates to Oct. 22, 2016.

B In its 130th season of football, Wisconsin owns an all-time record of 699-490-53. A win Saturday

would make UW the 26th FBS program — and 5th Big Ten team — to reach 700 wins.

B RB Jonathan Taylor is the nation’s leading rusher, averaging 199.0 yards per game following a
career-high 253-yard, 3-touchdown performance last Saturday vs. New Mexico. The sophomore
also is tied for the national lead with 5 rushing touchdowns.

B Junior WR A.J. Taylor made 5 catches for a career-high 134 yards and a touchdown vs. New

Mexico. Taylor has recorded 100-yard performances in 2 of the Badgers' last 3 games and leads

the Big Ten in receiving at 109.5 yards per game.
B Senior K Rafael Gaglianone ranks No. 2 all-time at Wisconsin in field goals (63) and needs just

B The Badgers have won at least 10 games in
each of the previous 4 seasons. Alabama,
Ohio State and Clemson are the only other
schools that can make that claim.

B |n fact, Wisconsin has recorded double-digit
win totals in 9 of the last 13 seasons, dat-
ing back to 2005. Remarkably, the Badgers
recorded just 3 double-digit win totals in the
115 years prior — their Big Ten champion-
ship seasons of 1993, 1998 and 1999.

B Last year, the Badgers became the 4th team
in Big Ten history to record 13 wins in a
season, joining Ohio State in 2002 and 2014
and Michigan State in 2013.

B The Badgers have won the Big Ten West
Division 3 times in the first 4 years of the
current divisional setup.

B Wisconsin's 5 appearances in the Big Ten
Football Championship Game since 2011
are the most of any Power Five team in its
respective conference over those 7 years.

B UW has won 4 straight bowl games, beating
Auburn (2015 Outback Bowl), USC (2015
Holiday Bowl), Western Michigan (2017
Cotton Bowl) and Miami (2017 Orange
Bowl). That is tied for the longest current
bowl winning streak in the country (with
Georgia, Louisiana Tech and Utah).

B Over the last 2 seasons, Wisconsin has won
6 games over teams ranked in the top 20 of
the AP poll.

WINNING IS NOTHING NEW...

B Wisconsin has made 16 straight bowl game
appearances, the longest active streak of any
Big Ten team and tied for the sixth-longest
streak in the country.

B Since 1993, Wisconsin has made 8 appear-
ances in the current New Year’s Six bowl
games (6 Rose Bowl appearances, 1 Cotton
Bowl, 1 Orange Bowl). Among Big Ten
teams, only Ohio State has been to more
New Year's Six games over that span.

HARD TO TOP AT HOME

B Over the last 15 seasons (2004-18), the
Badgers have amassed a home record of
87-10 (.897). Only Ohio State (91-10, .900)
owns a better home record among Power
Five teams during that timeframe.

B Wisconsin has won 41 consecutive home
games against non-conference opponents,
the fifth-longest streak of any FBS team in
the modern era (since 1946).

B The Badgers boast the nation’s longest
active streak, with LSU’s recent run of 49
straight non-conference home wins ending
in a 24-21 loss to Troy on Sept. 30, 2017.

B The Badgers have not lost a non-conference
game at Camp Randall since suffering a 23-5
defeat to UNLV on Sept. 13, 2003.

CRACKING DOWN AT THE CAMP

B Entering this season, Wisconsin won 141
games over the previous 14 years (2004-
17). That spanned 4 different head coaches
(Barry Alvarez, Bret Bielema, Gary Andersen
and Paul Chryst). UW was 1 of just 6 Power
Five schools to average 10 wins over that
span, joining Alabama (154), Ohio State
(153), Oklahoma (147), Georgia (143) and
USC (141).

B Wisconsin has boasted one of the nation’s
most consistently elite defenses over the last
5 years (read more on Page 4), but the unit’s
accomplishments at Camp Randall Stadium
have been especially impressive.

B Over the past 5-plus seasons (2013-18), the
Badgers lead all FBS teams in total defense,
pass efficiency defense, third-down defense
and time of possession in home games. UW
also is ranked second in scoring defense and
rushing defense in home games:

DEFENSE DOES THE JOB

B RB Jonathan Taylor set career highs vs. New
Mexico with 33 carries for 253 yards, the
highest rushing total by an FBS player this
year. He also matched his career high with 3
rushing touchdowns, giving him 5 multiple-
TD games in his 16-game career.

= Taylor became the 8th player in UW his-
tory to rush for 250-plus yards, and the
first since Melvin Gordon had 251 against
Auburn in the 2015 Outback Bowl.

= Taylor topped the 100-yard mark for the
12th time in 16 career games, the 150-yard
plateau for the 6th time and the 200-yard
mark for the 4th time.

= Taylor had a long run of 43 yards. He now
has 12 runs of at least 30 yards in his
career, including 3 already this season.

B Taylor owns 10 runs of 10-plus yards on the
season, the most by any player on a Power
Five conference team.

B Taylor’s hot start to his sophomore season
follows a rookie campaign that saw him
break Adrian Peterson’s FBS freshman rush-
ing record (1,977 yards) and finish sixth in
the Heisman Trophy voting.

B Tayloris 1 of 3 players returning from last
year's top 10 in the Heisman voting, along
with Stanford RB Bryce Love and UCF QB
McKenzie Milton.

B Taylor’s career average of 148.4 rushing
yards per game easily leads all active players.
Boston College sophomore RB A.J. Dillon
(122.4 ypg) ranks No. 2 on that list.

= |n fact, Taylor is 1 of just 4 active players
to average more than 100 yards per game
for his career, joining Dillon (122.4), Florida
Atlantic’s Devin Singletary (109.5) and
UAB's Spencer Brown (101.7).

HORNIBROOK HITS THE TARGET

B Third-year starting QB Alex Hornibrook is
coming off a season in which he completed
62.3% of his passes for 2,644 yards, 25
touchdowns and 15 interceptions, good for
a pass efficiency rating of 148.6.

B Hornibrook owns an 22-3 (.880) record as
the Badgers' starter, including a 16-2 (.889)
mark in Big Ten play. He is 12-1 as a starter
at Camp Randall Stadium.

B His 22 wins rank as the sixth-most in school
history, while his .880 win percentage is the
best of any UW quarterback with at least 15
starts. See lists, Page 11

B The 10th player in school history to pass
for at least 4,000 yards, Hornibrook's career
total of 4,311 ranks 9th in UW history.

B Hornibrook has been strong on third down
so far in 2018, going 12-for-16 for 190
yards, 2 touchdowns, O interceptions and
9 first downs. His pass efficiency rating of
216.0 on third down is 7th best among FBS
quarterbacks with at least 15 third-down
passing attempts.

B Dating back to the start of last season (16
games), Hornibrook has thrown 23 touch-
down passes against only 2 interceptions in
the red zone.

B The Badgers have allowed an average of 8.5

points over their first 2 games. Among teams
that have played 2 games this season, only
lowa (5.0), Stanford (6.5), Mississippi State
(8.0) and Utah (8.0) have allowed fewer.

= UW ranked No. 3 nationally last season,
allowing 13.9 points per game.

Wisconsin's defense held strong in a pair of
“sudden change” situations last Saturday,
halting a New Mexico drive that began at
the UW 24 following an interception in the
3rd quarter and another following a fumble
in the 2nd quarter. The Badgers have sur-
rendered O points on the 3 opponent drives
resulting from turnovers this season.

Dating back to the start of the 2017 season,
the Badgers have allowed points on just 7 of
22 “sudden change” possessions following
turnovers (giving up 4 TDs and 3 FGs).

Wisconsin held New Mexico to 77 rushing
yards last Saturday. Dating back to the start
of last season, the Badgers have given up
100 rushing yards to a team just 7 times in
16 games. Jonathan Taylor ahas 12 individu-
al 100-yard games in that timeframe.

Since moving to a 3-4 defense in 2013, the
Badgers lead the country in pass efficiency
defense (106.0) and rank No. 2 nationally

in scoring defense (15.9 ppg), total defense
(286.5 ypg) and rushing defense (104.7 ypg).

IT'S GOOD FOR GAGLIANONE

Senior K Rafael Gaglianone went 16-for-18
(.889) on field goal attempts last season
and has picked up where he left off by
going 3-for-3 so far this season, with makes
from 42, 39 and 26 yards.

Over the last 3 seasons, Gaglianone is
9-for-9 on field goals of 40-plus yards.

Overall, Gaglianone has converted 29 of his
last 32 field goal attempts (90.6%), dating
back to the 2015 Holiday Bowl.

Gaglianone ranks No. 2 all-time at UW in
made field goals (63) and field-goal per-
centage (.808, 63-78). He needs just 2 FGs
to match the school record of 65 held by
Todd Gregoire (1984-87) — see list, Page 11.

Gaglianone’s 63 career field goals rank No.
2 among active FBS players. Only LSU'’s
Cole Tracy (73) has made more.

Gaglianone converted a career-long
52-yard field goal at Illinois last season. The
kick was the third 50-yarder of Gaglianone'’s
career (51 vs. LSU on Aug. 30, 2014; 50 vs.
lowa on Nov. 22, 2014), matching Taylor
Mehlhaff and Philip Welch for the most
50-yarders in school history.

B With records of 10-3, 11-3 and 13-1 in his
first 3 seasons at the helm of his alma mater,
Paul Chryst joined Michigan’s Fielding Yost

B Chryst led Wisconsin to bowl wins in each
of the last 3 seasons, making him 1 of just
3 Power Five coaches in the country to do
so (joining Alabama’s Nick Saban and Utah'’s
Kyle Whittingham).

B Overall, the Badgers are 114-35 (.765) with
Chryst as a member of the UW coaching
staff, including stints as tight ends coach
(2002), offensive coordinator (2005-11) and
head coach (2015-present).

B Chryst developed a reputation for building
highly-efficient offenses during his time as
the Badgers' offensive coordinator from
2006-11. Over his last two seasons (2010-
11), the Badgers averaged 42.9 points per
game, third among Power Five teams over
that time frame — only Oregon (46.5 ppg)
and Oklahoma State (46.5) averaged more.

5 alums among its 11 full-time coaches.
Kansas State (7) is the only Power Five pro-
gram with more alumni on its coaching staff.

B [n all, Wisconsin’s football staff includes

B Chryst and first-year Kent State coach Sean
Lewis (who played tight end under Chryst
at UW) are the 2 Badgers alumni currently
working as FBS head coaches.

B Jim Leonhard is in his second season as
Wisconsin's defensive coordinator — and
third season in coaching overall — in 2018.

B Leonhard, a 3-time All-American who played
safety for UW from 2001-04, joined the
staff as defensive backs coach in 2016 fol-
lowing a 10-year playing career in the NFL.

B The Badgers finished Leonhard’s first season
as defensive coordinator in 2017 ranked
No. 2 nationally in total defense (262.1 ypg),
No. 3 in scoring defense (13.9 ppg), No. 3 in
rushing defense (98.4 ypg) and No. 1 in pass
efficiency defense (96.4).

B For his efforts in 2017, Leonhard was named
a finalist for the Broyles Award, presented to
the nation’s top assistant coach.

B A trio of Badgers earned spots on this year’s
edition of the “Freaks List” compiled annu-
ally by Bruce Feldman of FOX Sports and
The Athletic, a countdown of the 100 most
physically gifted athletes in college football.

PROVO, Utah — Alex Hornibrook
threw for four touchdowns and 256
yards as the Badgers eased to a 40-6
victory over BYU.

Wisconsin met little resistance as it put
the game away in the first half and led
24-6 at halftime.

Hornibrook missed on only one pass
all day. He completed 10 of 11 passes
in the first half for 149 yards and two
touchdowns.

The second half was more of the
same as he hit on all eight attempts.
The sophomore put up career highs

in passing yards, passing touchdowns
and completions. The 94.7 completion
percentage was a single-game school
record.

“It seemed like everybody was locked
in,” Hornibrook said. “It just felt like a
different energy on the field a little bit.
| was glad that we saw our receivers
have a great game, our running backs,
our O-line. It just felt good as an
offense.

“I think we came out with an edge.”

Jonathan Taylor gave the BYU defense
fits as he repeatedly sidestepped
defenders and finished runs with
power. The freshman running back
gained 128 yards and scored once on
18 rushes.

The Badgers' first punt of the day
didn’t come until the third quarter
after scoring on all four first-half
drives, including three touchdowns.
The Cougars were outgained 491 total
yards to 192.

2016 & 2017 BIG TEN COACH OF THE YEAR

isconsin football continues to thrive under Paul Chryst's leadership. A back-to-back Big Ten
Coach of the Year selection, Chryst has become one of just three mentors in league history to
post double-digit win totals in each of his first three seasons as head coach, joining Michigan leg-
end Fielding Yost and current Ohio State coach Urban Meyer. He also has piloted UW to a pair
of Big Ten West Division crowns and berths in the Big Ten Football Championship Game.

In his first season as head coach at his alma mater, Chryst led Wisconsin to a 10-3 record in 2015 — a
run that concluded with a victory over USC in the Holiday Bowl. For an encore, he directed the Badgers to an
11-3 finish in 2016, including a win in the Cotton Bowl and the Big Ten West Division championship.

Chryst was named 2016 Hayes-Schembechler Big Ten Coach of the Year by a vote of his league peers
and — for leading UW to an 11-win season against a schedule that included six matchups with top 10-ranked
teams — was a national finalist for both The Dodd Trophy and Paul “Bear” Bryan Coach of the Year awards.

He swept the league’s top coaching honors in 2017 after leading the Badgers to another West Division
crown, a 12-0 regular season and a No. 3 ranking — the program’s highest in the AP poll since 1963. In addi-
tion to repeating as Hayes-Schembechler Coach of the Year, Chryst was named Dave McClain Big Ten Coach
of the Year by a vote of league media.

Through three seasons under Chryst, the Badgers have produced 10 All-Americans, including six first-
team All-America selections. Wisconsin had a school-record seven All-America honorees in 2017 alone. A
total of 13 players have earned first-team All-Big Ten laurels under Chryst’s watch.

Including his time as head coach and a stint as the Badgers’ offensive coordinator, he has overseen some
of the nation’s best units on both sides of the ball.

Across his first three seasons as head coach, Wisconsin boasted one of the nation’s truly elite defenses.
The Badgers allowed just 14.4 points per game over those three seasons, a mark that ranked No. 2 nationally
over that span and trailed only Alabama’s mark of 13.4 points allowed per contest. Over those three years,
Wisconsin also ranked No. 3 in total defense (277.5 yards per game), No. 2 in rushing defense (97.6 ypg) and
No. 2 in pass efficiency defense (100.2).

During Chryst’s seven years as offensive coordinator from 2005-11, Wisconsin averaged 34.1 points and
416.3 yards of total offense per game. Both marks were the best in the Big Ten over that span and powered
the Badgers to conference titles in 2010 and 2011, remarkable offensive seasons in which UW averaged
41.5 and 44.1 points per game, respectively. Wisconsin piled up a 70-22 (.761) record with Chryst as its
offensive coordinator.

Wisconsin had won 10 or more games in a season just three times before Chryst joined the Badgers’
coaching staff as offensive coordinator in 2005. In his 10 seasons on staff since, the Badgers posted double-
digit win totals eight times — and had an overall record of 104-29 (.782).

Before returning to UW, Chryst spent the previous three seasons as the head coach at Pittsburgh, where
he led the Panthers to three consecutive bowl appearances.

Chryst was a three-time letterwinner at UW, where he earned a degree in political science.

CAMP RANDALL STADIUM

ne of college football’s finest facilities, Camp Randall Stadium just keeps getting better and better with age.
Originally opened in 1917, the venerable venue celebrated its centennial in 2017.
What now stands as the oldest stadium in the Big Ten, Camp Randall was originally used as a Civil War training
site. This hallowed ground has seen many upgrades since officially becoming the home of the Badgers in 1895.
During the Civil War, nearly 70,000 soldiers trained at Camp Randall, which also included a hospital and a prison for
Confederate soldiers on its grounds. Named for Alexander Randall, the state of Wisconsin’s first wartime governor,
the Camp Randall land was returned to state fair property after peace was restored nationally. The fair later moved to

Milwaukee, and Wisconsin's Civil War veterans urged the legislature to purchase
the land. In 1893, the state presented the site to the university as a memorial
athletic field.

Since then, Camp Randall Stadium has grown from a small venue with wooden
bleachers to one of the largest stadiums in the Big Ten with a capacity of
80,321.

B One of the nation’s most historic college football venues, Camp Randall
Stadium also happens to be one of the intimidating for opposing teams, and
Wisconsin has made the most of the home-field advantage that the raucous
atmosphere provides.

B Though it has only been a tradition at Camp Randall Stadium since 1998,
“Jump Around” is now a defining part of UW game day. Between the third
and fourth quarters, “Jump Around” by House of Pain is played and the
80,000-plus fans delight in doing as the tune instructs. “Jump Around”
was crowned the winner of Sports lllustrated’s “Greatest College Football
Traditions” bracket in 2012 and was named the nation’s best tradition in
votes contested by SiriusXM College Sports Nation in 2014 and 2015.

B Since the start of the 2004 season, the Badgers have compiled a 87-10
record (.897) at Camp Randall Stadium, the second-highest winning percent-
age among Power Five programs. Only Ohio State (91-10, .900) has won a
higher percentage of its home games. Oklahoma (77-9, .895) ranks third.

B Opened in 1917, Camp Randall is the fourth-oldest stadium in the FBS. The
only older on-campus facilities are: Georgia Tech (1913), Mississippi State
(1914) and Cincinnati (1916).

B The Camp Randall grounds were used as a Civil War training site. It also
held Confederate soldiers, many of whom died and were laid to rest on the
west side of Madison. The area known as “soldiers rest” is the northernmost
Confederate cemetery in the United States.

B Camp Randall Stadium served as a living quarters for students and military
personnel during the 1940s. Dormitories were built underneath the east side
stands. Approximately 150 men lived there.

MADISON, Wis. — Jonathan Taylor had two long touchdown runs, Alex Hornibrook
threw for 257 yards and two scores and No. 4 Wisconsin opened the season with a
34-3 victory over Western Kentucky at Camp Randall Stadium.

Wisconsin won its 40th-consecutive non-conference game at home, the fifth-longest
streak by an FBS team in the modern era (since 1946). The victory also gave the Bad-
gers a winning home opener for the 23rd consecutive season, dating back to 1996.

Working in seven new starters, the Badgers’ young defense helped propel the home
team past sluggish offensive play. UW’s defense allowed only three first downs and 79
yards in the first half, while forcing two turnovers inside their own 5.

Wisconsin's A.J. Taylor paced the short-handed Wiscosnin receiving corps with five
catches for 85 yards, while Garrett Groshek turned a screen pass into a 43-yard touch-
down in the fourth quarter for a 31-point lead. The Badgers finished with a flurry,
scoring on five of six drives after punting on three of their first four possessions.

Taylor finished with 145 yards on 18 carries and looked ready to build on last year's
strong performance when he rushed for an FBS-record 1,977 yards as a freshman.
Three tight ends and the Badgers’ burly offensive line helped spring Taylor for a 47-
yard touchdown run in the first quarter. Taylor scored from 30 yards with 3:48 left in
the second quarter as the Badgers closed the first half with 14 unanswered points. He
had 100 yards and 11 carries by the half, when the Badgers held a 24-0 lead.

Senior running back Taiwan Deal also ran for 53 yards on 8 carries, seeing his first ac-
tion since the 2017 Cotton Bowl.

#5 WISCONSIN 45, NEW MEXICO 14
SATURDAY, SEPT. 8 (CAMP RANDALL STADIUM / 77,003)

MADISON, Wis. — It was a Taylor-made win for No. 5 Wisconsin, which asserted its
dominance after a slow start and pounded New Mexico, 45-14.

Jonathan Taylor ran for 253 yards and three touchdowns. Teammate A.J. Taylor
racked up 134 yards receiving and a score for the Badgers (2-0), who won their 41st
straight non-conference home game, the fifth-longest streak in FBS history.

The Badgers rolled up 568 yards of total offense (417 rushing yards), the team’s most
since totaling 586 yards against Akron on Sept. 10, 2016. Senior fullback Alec Ingold
also carried the ball four times for 47 yards, including a career-long 39-yard run. He

scored his first rushing touchdown of the season on a 1-yard run in the fourth quarter.

With the Lobos down to third-string quarterback Sheriron Jones because of injuries,
the Badgers converted two turnovers into touchdowns within about a five-minute
span of the third quarter to pull away. Wisconsin outscored New Mexico 28-7 in the
second half.

The Badgers held New Mexico to 77 rushing yards. After watching New Mexico go
4-for-4 on third-down its opening drive, the UW defense limited to just 2-for-9 on
third down over the remaining 10 possessions.
