QUICK HITS
•	 No. 2 BYU men’s volleyball with face Mount Olive for the first time in program history. 

The Trojans are in the midst of their 15th season and 11th year of Conference Carolina 
competition. Mount Olive has won three conference titles since 2010 (2010-11, 13). 

•	 The Cougars moved up one spot to No. 2 in the AVCA Coaches Poll after defeating four  
ranked opponents to start the season. BYU has been ranked for 470-consecutive weeks 
dating back to the final rankings of the 1991 season. Under BYU head coach Shawn 
Olmstead, the Cougars have now been ranked fifth or better for 53 times, including 41 weeks 
rated inside the top-3. 

•	 As a team, BYU currently ranks fifth in the NCAA in both hitting percentage (.356) and kills 
per set (12.93). Opposite hitter Gabi Garcia Fernandez ranks second in the NCAA in points 
per set (5.61), fifth in aces per set (.786) and seventh in kills per set (4.29) while outside 
hitter Davide Gardini ranks fourth in points per set (5.29), fifth in kills per set (4.57) and 
eighth in hitting percentage (.476) 

•	 Davide Gardini was named MPSF Offensive Player of the Week (1/13) one week following 
receiving MPSF Defensive Player of the Week (1/6). In two sweeps over No. 15 Penn State, 
the sophomore outside hitter recorded a combined 24 kills on an exceptional .600 hitting 
percentage (4 kills/set). On the first night, Gardini totaled 13 kills on a .750 clip and tied for 
the 10th highest individual hitting percentage in a single match in the BYU rally era (min. 
12 kills). The Cougars have collected three of the four weekly conference awards this season 
with Gabi Garcia Fernandez being named Offensive Player of the Week on Jan. 6. 

•	 Olmstead entered the 2020 season with the highest winning percentage of any active men’s 
volleyball coach in NCAA DI-II (88-28, .759, 2016-19). 

•	 BYU has been picked to finish first in the MPSF by the conference’s head coaches; the 
Cougars have been crowned conference champions three of the four last seasons. 

•	 The Cougars return two All-Americans from last season: junior opposite hitter Gabi Garcia 
Fernandez and sophomore outside hitter Davide Gardini. Garcia Fernandez is a two-time 
second-team All-American while Gardini was named the 2019 MPSF Freshman of the Year. 
The tandem led BYU in kills, digs and aces last season. 

•	 Olmstead returns one of the most experienced rosters in recent history with BYU returning 
16 players that have been with the program for at least one season, including one player 
returning from a two-year church mission. The Cougars welcomed three true freshman that 
joined the program this offseason.

•	 Coming off its 23rd winning season in a row, the BYU men’s volleyball program holds the 
best active streak for consecutive winning seasons in the NCAA. The Cougars rank No. 2 
all-time in consecutive winning seasons since 1970, only trailing UCLA’s 32-straight winning 
seasons (1976-2008).
