BYU Volleyhall Ready for Week 2

PROVO, Utah—After recording its first vic-
tory of the season Saturday, the BYU women'’s
volleyball team gears up to take on four more
teams starting with Weber State at home Tues-
day. On Friday and Saturday the Cougars will
participate in the Kansas State Invitational
against Idaho, Georgia Southern and host Kan
sas State.

“We are always excited to play against in-state
competition,” head coach Shawn Olmstead
said. “Tuesday and this coming weekend in
Kansas will be another opportunity for us to
see our team progress and make changes. This
entire week is filled with good competition that
will help us move our group forward. Going
on the road will be a valuable experience for
the kids on our team, both young and old.”

The Cougars (1-2) begin the week with their
fourth-straight home match against the Wild-
cats (0-3) at 7 p.m. in the Smith Fieldhouse.

The match is the 60th face-off between in the
teams, with BYU holding a 59-0 record. Both
teams boast new head coaches, with former
BYU men’s volleyball head coach Tom Peterson
leading the Wildcats and former BYU men’s
volleyball player Olmstead leading the Cou-
gars.

Over the weekend, BYU launched its season
with a 3-0 loss to No. 8 Illinois, a 3-1 victory
against UC Santa Barbara and a 3-0 loss to
WCC foe Saint Mary’s. Despite the losses, op-
posite hitter Jennifer Hamson, setter Heather
Hannemann and outside hitter Jessica Jardine
recorded career highs in all three matches,
including 20 kills by Hamson against Saint
Mary’s.

The Wildcats opened their season with a 3-0
loss to in-state opponent Utah, a 3-0 loss to
Northwestern and a 3-2 loss to Cal State North-
ridge. Briana Wilms leads the Wildcats with

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39 kills and contributed nine digs and seven
blocks. She’s joined by Michele Arave with 22
digs and Caitlin Penrod with 12 blocks, 16 digs
and eight kills.

Friday, the Cougars take on Idaho in the first
match of the Kansas State Invitational at 10
a.m. CT. Idaho shut down Butler 3-2 in its

first match of the season, but couldn’t hold on
against Eastern Michigan, losing 3-0. After fall-
ing behind one set to Notre Dame, Idaho snuck
in a second-set victory but wasn’t able to shut
down the Irish in the 3-1 defeat.

Next on the tournament schedule at 5 p.m. Fri-
day, the Cougars face Georgia Southern, which
has the best record of the tournament teams so
far. The Eagles participated in the Spring Hill
Suites Invitational last weekend, posting 3-0
wins against Jacksonville and Montana State
and losing 3-2 to Stephen F. Austin and South
Dakota State.

The Cougars close the tournament facing host
Kansas State Saturday at 1 p.m. Kansas State
went 1-2 in last weekend’s Georgia Tech Court-
yard Classic, falling to Georgia Tech and Louis-
ville and sweeping Tennessee Tech.

Led by senior Christie Carpenter and junior
Nicole Warner, the Cougars enter the new season
ready to play with veteran experience and fresh
talent.

“We’re excited about the season,” head coach
Shawn Olmstead said. “The girls responded well
during our double days in fa%l camp and we're
eager to get out and start competing. They're ef-
fort during camp was great, so we’re pleased and
anxious to start this season.”

Heading into the West Coast Conference, BYU
is undefeated in its series’ against four of the
eight new conference foes, has a winning
record against one and is tied with two. Four
of this season’s WCC members finished in

the top 100 teams of 2010.

At opposite hitter, BYU’s returners totaled more
than 100 kills each during the 2010 season. Soph-
omore Jennifer Hamson helped the Cougars to
their 9-7 conference record with 644 attacks, 246
kills, 74 digs and 74 blocks.

“Jen has worked hard this off-season,” Olmstead
said. “With one year more experience, we antici-
pate she’ll continue to grow and get better with
each opportunity on the court.”

Hamson is joined by senior Camilla Phillips, who
totaled 116 kills and 49 blocks last season.

Setter

After backing up and learning from star setter
Kiana Rogers last season, junior setter Heather
Hannemann will take over for 2011. Hannemann
had 71 assists, 17 digs and 13 attacks in the 2010
season.

Kemi McFarland joins the roster at setter after
helping Salt Lake Community College to a 28-8
record and undefeated home record in 2010.

Defensive Specialist/Libero

As the Cougar Club Y Award’s Walk-On of the
Year, Kendalyn Hartsock led the team with 411
digs and added 48 assists last season. Hartsock
averaged 3.92 digs per set during conference
play, placing her third in the league for digs.

Sophomore Coriann Clark contributed 128 digs
for BYU in 2010.

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Shawn Olmstead
Head Women’s Volleyball Coach

Shawn Olmstead was named head coach of the women’s
volleyball team in 2011. He entered his first season as an
assistant coach at BYU in 2008, serving as the recruiting,
video and defensive coordinator. With Olmstead as assis-
tant coach, the Cougars recorded 43 victories.

Coaching Career

Olmstead came to BYU with four years of coaching experi-
ence, most recently as an assistant coach for two years at
Utah State under former BYU men’s volleyball assistant
coach Grayson DuBose. While at Utah State, Olmstead
served as the program’s recruiting coordinator, putting
together the second-best recruiting class in the Western
Athletic Conference in 2007. He also was responsible for
defensive game preparation, including breaking down
opponent film and preparing scouting reports. His efforts
helped the Aggies rank 25th nationally in blocks per game
in 2007.

Prior to his stint at Utah State, Olmstead spent one year
as an assistant coach at Cal Poly San Luis Obispo in San
Luis Obispo, Calif., in 2005 where he also served as the
recruiting coordinator as well as organizing team travel.
He helped the Mustangs achieve a 19-6 overall record,
improving from 5-24 the year prior to Olmstead’s arrival.

Before coaching at Cal Poly, Olmstead spent one year as
a volunteer assistant coach for the women’s program at
Utah Valley State College. He has also coached with IVA
High Performance and at various volleyball camps.

Playing Career

Olmstead attended BYU and played libero for the men’s
volleyball program, helping the Cougars win National
Championships in 2001 and 2004 along with a national
runner-up finish in 2003. During his senior season in 2004,
Olmstead recorded the third-most digs in a single sea-
son in school history and earned Mountain Pacific Sports
Federation All-Tournament honors.
