NT’s 34 personal fouls that
day are still the Marriott Center and BYU
record. BYU scored 69 second-half points,
which are still an overall team record.

e After taking down Portland, 77-72, in
double-overtime on Nov. 23, NT is now 9-17
(34.6) all-time against current members of
the West Coast Conference, although this
current roster is 2-0 (Def. Portland in Nov.,,
Def. Loyola Marymount, 76-63, Dec. 4, 2011).

* BYU overcame a five-point halftime defi-
cit to down in-state rival Utah State, 85-74,
on Saturday night. The Cougars shot 47.1
percent in the second frame, and were
paced on the evening by 21 points from Ty-
ler Haws. Kyle Collinsworth was a handful
of plays shy of a triple double with seven
points, 13 rebounds and eight assists.

Quick Hitters

* NT notched just the third 5-win Nov. in
program history with the victory over SLU,
matching 2006 (5-2), and 2010 (5-1).

* NT is 5-0 when holding its opponent un-
der 45 percent shooting. SLU shot just 34.4.
® NT has recorded at least four blocks in
each of the last five games, and ranks 80th
in the country with 30 blocks this year.

Versatile Offense - Scoring depth was NT
head coach Tony Benford’s biggest offseason
priority, and it appears he’s accomplished
that mission. In the eight games this year,
five different players have led NT in scoring,
and each has scored at least 18 points that
night. Eight Mean Green players are averag-
ing between 6.5 and 16.3 points per game,
and four different players have recorded
a double-double. The varied scoring looks
have helped NT average 78.0 points per
game, which is up from 66.2 in 2012-13.

Controlling The Glass - Rebounding will
be a key to the game against the Cougars.
NT is pulling down 42.9 rebounds per
game, which ranks 2nd in C-USA. Much
like its varied scoring output, four different
NT players are averaging at least 4.9 boards
per game. BYU leads the West Coast Con-
ference with 43.1 rebounds per game.

Daggers From Deep - North Texas ranks
third in C-USA and 88th nationally with
a 3-point percentage of 37.3. NT has hit
at least five 3-pointers in five of the year’s
eight contests, and has five players shoot-
ing better than 36.8 percent from deep on
the year.

Getting To The Line - The new hand-
check rules play right into NT's game plan
of driving the lane and getting to the free
throw line. NT ranks 26th in the nation in
free throws attempted, and 40th in free
throws made. NT is hitting 19.5 free throws
per game this year, thanks in large part to
Alzee Williams and his 44-of-60 mark from
the line. NT led the nation in free throws
made per game in both 2008-09 (20.3) and
2009-10 (20.1).

Welcome To Conference USA! - After 13
seasons in the Sun Belt Conference, North
Texas is making the jump to Conference
USA. C-USA, which is based locally in Ir-
ving, features attractive television packages,
elevated competition and a host of regional
rivalries. C-USA features four schools with-
in 350 miles of Denton, as well as three in-
state rivals in UTEP, Rice and UTSA.

New League, Same Results - North Tex-
as has plenty of reasons to be confident
about the move to Conference USA.
Over the last 10 seasons, the Mean Green
is 26-15 (63.4 percent) against its future
C-USA rivals, including a perfect com-
bined 6-0 mark against Rice, Tulsa and
Charlotte.

Man On A Mission - Tony Mitchell was
selected with the 37th overall pick (2nd
Round, 7th Pick) by the Detroit Pistons,
which made him the highest NBA Draft
pick in North Texas history. Mitchell re-
wrote NT’s shot-blocking records with 157
blocks in just 55 games (2.8 per game) and
was a unanimous preseason All-American
prior to the 2012-13 season.

Banged Up - Only two teams in the coun-
try experienced more injuries in 2012-13
than North Texas. NT players combined
to miss 82 collective games due to injury,
which trailed only IUPUI and Utah State.
NT lost Brandan Walton for the year
just one minute into the season opener,
and four additional players missed sig-
nificant time with injuries. North Texas
played with just seven scholarship play-
ers in multiple games last season.

19 More Years Of Hoops Experience
- College graduates Vertrail Vaughns
(George mason) and Kelvin Gaines (Cin-
cinnati) aren’t the only new veterans
who will suite up for NT. When you add
in senior Brandan Walton (missed 2012-
13 to injury), T.J. Taylor (Marquette, Paris
JC, Oklahoma), Armani Flannigan (Cen-
tral Wyoming State), Maurice Aniefiok
(‘Ole Miss) and Collin Voss (Northern
Oklahoma, Central Michigan) the Mean
Green added 19 years of collegiate expe-
rience (including redshirt seasons) to its
roster for 2013-14.

Hard Place To Play - These offseason fa-
cilities upgrades will only help enhance
the game-day experience for North Tex-
as fans at the Super Pit, a place that the
Mean Green has been nearly unbeatable.
NT is 86-24 (78.2 percent) at the Super Pit
since 2006-07.

Winning Ways - The Mean Green has
averaged 20 wins per year over the last
seven seasons, including five straight 20-
win seasons from 2007-11. NT won the
2007 and 2010 Sun Belt titles, and played
in the NCAA Tournament in both of
those seasons.
